GOD IS NOT FAIR

God is not just. God is not fair.

What do you think of such a statement?
Does is sound wrong? Does it sound heretical? Is it unfair? Boy, life would really seem unfair IF God Himself wasn’t fair!

And yet, St. Isaac the Syrian once said, “God is not just.” He continued with this statement, though, by clarifying it further and saying, “God is not just. He is merciful.”

When we add this second phrase to the first, we have a totally different picture.

Yes, God may not be fair, but He may not be fair in our favor! He isn’t fair because He doesn’t demand justice for our evil deeds. Instead, He is ready to show us mercy and compassion and unconditional love.

Let’s think of our Lord’s crucifixion
I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ who lives in me; and the life I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.
The Lord said: "If anyone wishes to come after me, let him deny himself and take up his cross and follow me.

Let mercy triumph over judgment.
